 Phil Doty explains the nature of the survey and it's significance to our region.
Attached is a copy of the recent CCCA survey results showing the responses from just the members of the Colorado Region (you may recall, National conducted a survey of all the members and recently published the national results).
I discussed our survey results at our recent Board meeting and the suggestion was made that we post them on our Webpage so that all the members could see them.  Prior to doing that, I wanted to furnish them to all the Board members including the ones who were not in attendance (I will mail copies to Fred and Roger).
In is important to note that there were only 56 responses out of a total of slightly over 100 members in our Region.  Of these 56, only 45 live in Colorado or the surrounding states and the remainder are members, but live outside the Region. There are a few interesting observations, based on the survey responses, as listed below:
34% of our members have been in the Club for 11-20 years.
Our members are also active in other car clubs, with 43% belonging to the AACA, 35% to the Packard Club and 33% to the Cadillac Club.  
Over 48% of our members belong to three or more car clubs.
67% of our members who responded are active in our Regional activities and 37% are active in National activities
The respondents overwhelmingly read the National and Regional publications with most reading every issue in its entirety and are pleased with the quality 
The average number of Classics owned by our members is three
53% of our members who responded own Packards, 47% own Cadillacs, and 13% own Lincolns 
The average number of miles our members drive their Classics is over 1,000 miles a year.
A large majority of the respondents were concerned about the future of the Club given the lack of younger car enthusiasts who belong to the Club.
The majority of our members are in the 65-74 age category, with the average age being 69.  Only four of the respondents were under the age of 55.
 There is a lot of other interesting information in these survey results and the challenge for us as a Board is to figure out what we can learn from it and how we can improve our Region.  The National Board recently reviewed the national survey results for the same purpose, and their thoughts are summarized in the recent edition of The Bulletin.
